Sir Martin Connell KCB, CBE
Vice Admiral (Rtd.)

Guest of Honour

Born in Yorkshire in December 1968, Sir 
Martin Connell joined the Royal Navy in 
1987 as a Lynx helicopter observer. Over a 
distinguished career spanning nearly four 
decades, he has held a series of operational 
and command roles, including commanding 
HMS Severn, HMS Chatham, and the fleet 
flagship HMS Illustrious. His leadership has 
taken him all around the world including 
deployments in the Gulf, counter-piracy 
operations, and on missions safeguarding 
offshore installations.
Promoted to Commodore in 2015, he 
assumed command of the UK Amphibious 
Task Group and later served as British Naval 
Attaché in Washington DC. He subsequently 
held senior appointments including Assistant 
Chief of Naval Staff (Aviation, Amphibious 

Capability and Carriers), Head of the Fleet Air 
Arm, and Director of Force Generation. He 
also served as Senior Responsible Owner for 
the Queen Elizabeth Class aircraft carriers.
In January 2022, Sir Martin was appointed 
Second Sea Lord and Deputy Chief of 
Naval Staff. In 2025, he briefly assumed 
the responsibilities of First Sea Lord during 
a leadership transition. He is a graduate of 
the US Naval War College, the UK Higher 
Command and Staff Course, and London 
Business School.
Sir Martin was appointed Commander of the 
Order of the British Empire in 2020 and Knight 
Commander of the Order of the Bath in 2025. 
He is Patron of Royal Navy Football and a 
trustee of the Naval Children’s Charity.
